Shinjiro Murata, a graduate of Shizuoka University,
worked in a global IT company before joining MSF in
2005. In 2012, he was appointed as the first Japanese
head of mission, responsible for projects in countries
including Syria, South Sudan and Yemen. He was
leading negotiations on aid activities at the national
level of the respective countries. He has spent more
than ten years in the field. In summer 2019, Shinjiro
Murata was accepted to Harvard Kennedy School as
a John F. Kennedy fellow where he developed
advocacy strategies to halt attacks on health care in
conflict zones in order to restore and maintain access
to health care for people in need. He holds a master’s
in public administration (MPA). In August 2020, he
became the first Japanese director of MSF Japan.
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
