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Kiyoharu joined TBS in 1995 and has been working
for its news department since then. Mr.Akiba has
experience both in news gathering on the ground and
editing news programs, daily and weekly. He moved
to the foreign news division in 2010 and during his two
tenure as TBS’s London correspondent, traveled to
more than 30 countries for news coverage, including
Syrian civil war, Libyan civil war, Israel-Gaza war
(2012, 2014), conflict minerals in DRC, Northern
Ireland issues among others. He reported from
Ukraine 4 times since the Russian invasion began. He
also covered wide ranging events such as the fall of
Mubarak regime (2011) and the political turmoil that
followed, albino killing in Zambia, far right movements
in Europe, the famine in the horn of Africa (2011), the
impacts of climate change on Sami people in Sweden,
as well as on Greenland, drag queen team with
Down’s syndrome, death metal band in Iran etc.



Kiyoharu also directed short documentaries for TBS.
He loves to listen to music from various countries. He
also plays drums.
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
