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In 2007, Yoshioka was involved in Chagas disease
control in Guatemala and entered into the field of
public health. After obtaining a Master of Public Health
degree from Nagasaki University in 2010, he worked
in Nicaragua for Japan International Cooperation
Agency (JICA)'s Chagas disease control project till
2014. In 2019, at Harvard T.H. Chan School of Public
Health, he carried out a project on access to Chagas
disease treatment in the United States and obtained a
Doctor of Public Health degree. He is currently
working at Nagasaki University.
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
