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Christina Wille is the founding Director of Insecurity Insight, an
organisation that strengthens evidence on violence against civilian
infrastructure in conflict, including attacks on healthcare. She leads
pioneering Al-driven work tracking attacks on aid, healthcare,
education, and food systems, with data widely cited in humanitarian
reporting and global media. Her analysis and interpretation of
violence data analysis is frequently sought by journalists, researchers,
and policymakers. The organisation’s multilingual Al monitoring
system was shortlisted for the Al for Good Award 2025.

Christina edits the annual Safeguarding Health in Conflict Coalition
report and serves on boards advancing data-driven humanitarian
response. Previously, she worked with the Small Arms Survey,
European Commission, UNHCR, and Migration Policy Group. She
holds an MPhil from Cambridge and lives in Switzerland.
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
