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She is the Humanitarian Representative to the United States
for Doctors Without Borders / Médecins Sans Frontiéres
(MSF). MSF provides emergency medical care to people
affected by armed conflict, disease outbreaks, natural
disasters, and exclusion from healthcare. She is part of the
Humanitarian Representation Team which engages with
governments and other policy makers for the purpose of
informing and influencing policies and practices affecting
humanitarian contexts and MSF’s medical operations.

She joined MSF in 2014 as part of the response to the Ebola
outbreak in West Africa where she worked in Guinea, Sierra
Leone, and Liberia.
