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She began studying the Burmese language at the
undergraduate level. While studying for her master’s, she
worked in Myanmar for two years (1994-1996) as a special
assistant at the Embassy of Japan. Later (2002—2004), she
studied at the Myanmar Universities Historical Research
Center as a visiting researcher while working on her
doctorate. Her stay in Myanmar has made her aware of the
difficulties faced by Muslims there. She wrote her doctoral
thesis on Muslims in Myanmar society and has continued
her research on Muslims since then. Her research currently
focuses on the history of Muslims living in Myanmar and the
problems they face in daily life. She is also interested in the
emergence of a new generation of Muslims, both within the
Muslim community and in Myanmar society as a whole, who
are not bound by existing frameworks of religion and
ethnicity but are united by matters of interest and various
activities, including their contributions to society.
