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Born in 2002, she spent her middle school years in Malaysia,
which sparked her interest in international affairs.

After entering university, she participated in an exchange
program in South Korea. During her time there, she learned
about human rights abuses in North Korea and became
interested in humanitarian aid for defectors and citizens. She
now studies migration and refugee issues at university while
interning at UNHCR and the ICRC. Her long-term goal is to
address North Korea’'s human rights challenges by applying
lessons from how the international community has
responded to past humanitarian crises.

Additionally, Shiho also organizes the Japan-Korea Youth
Partnership, where Japanese and Korean students discuss
bilateral issues. The latest event, held in February in Tokyo,
brought together over 80 students.
