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Dr. Kediende Mapuor Akec Chong, a South Sudanese national, is an
accomplished health systems advisor with extensive experience in health policy,
planning, and international coordination. Now serving as the Director General for
Preventive Health Services and the Incident Manager for current Cholera and
Mpox Outbreaks Response in South Sudan. He has served in various high-level
positions within the Ministry of Health of South Sudan, including Director General
for Policy Planning, Budgeting, and Research from 2022-2024. In these roles, he
has been instrumental in developing health policies, implementing national health
strategies, and securing funding from international donors like the Global Fund
and World Bank.
