After
working in the Culture section and the Opinion
Editorial section, he served as bureau chief in
Jerusalem from April 2022 to August 2025. Based in
Jerusalem, he covered the entire Middle East,
including Israel and the occupied Palestinian
territories (the West Bank and Gaza), as well as Gulf
countries such as Saudi Arabia and the UAE. Since
the outbreak of the Gaza conflict in October 2023, he
has worked in coordination with local correspondents
on the ground as fighting escalated, continuing to
produce detailed reports and conduct interviews with
officials from both the Palestinian and Israel
perspectives. He has regularly conducted exclusive
interviews with Palestinian Authority President Abbas
and Prime Minister Mustafa, providing multifaceted
coverage of the turbulent situation in the Middle East.
Prior to this, he covered the 2015 Charlie Hebdo



attack and the Paris attacks in France, as well as the
2016 UK referendum on leaving the European Union
(Brexit), all from the field. His latest co-authored book
is *2030: The World to Come* (Asahi Shinsho, 2026),
which compiles cutting-edge insights through
dialogues with Emmanuel Todd and others. His other
co-authored works include *After the Pandemic: The
U.S.-China Clash and Japan’s Final Choice* (Asahi

(Chikuma Shobo, 2014).
